1. The motivation that causes a believer to step forward to get things done


2. May not like to be in charge but is motivated to step up to get things done

Example of the Gift of Organization or Leader


1. James in his writings in the book of James shows the gift of organization


2. He was practical, pointed, and frank in giving direction and instruction


3. He described himself as a servant but spoke authoritatively (James 1)


    a. Count all joy when trial comes (2)
                            b. Let patience have its complete work (4)


    c. Let not a wavering man thin we will receive anything from God (6-7)


    d. A double-minded man is unstable in all his ways (8)


    e. A man is tempted when he is drawn away by his own lust (14-15)


    f. Be swift to hear, slow to speak, and slow to wrath (19)


    g. Be doers of the word, not hearers only – deceiving your own selves (22)


    h. If any seem religious, and not bridle his tongue, deceiveth himself (27)

Order in the Early Church (First Church at Jerusalem)


1. James was among the apostles to organize to help widows (Acts 6:1-7)



2. Order helps the Church’s operation and testimony (1 Corinthians 14:40)

Characteristics of the Gift of Organization or Leadership



1. Sees the Big Picture



    a. John saw the big picture (Matthew 3:11)



    b. Jesus knew his disciple would need to see the big picture (John 13:6-7)



2. Can break projects down into pieces



    a. Jesus called his disciples bit-by-bit (Matthew 3:18-22)



    b. Jesus divided and sent his disciples out by twos (Mark 6:7)


3. Are Self-Starters



    a. The Holy Ghost motivated Paul and Silas to minister (Acts 13:2-4)


  
    b. Paul was self-motivated to check on the churches (Acts 15:36)



4. Aware of the Resources Required for the Work



    a. Jesus told the disciples to be prepared (Luke 22:35-36)


5. Are Confident God Goals Can Be Accomplished



   a. Paul said in spite of his needs he could do it (Philippians 4:13)



   b. Paul says we are not to be limited by our thinking (Ephesians 3:20)



6. Know How to Delegate



   a. Jesus selected 12 disciples and sent 70 to minister (Luke 10:1)



   b. Paul depended on Timothy (Philippians 2:19-20)



7. Have Little Interest in Details



    a. Jesus wanted the 70 to remember the big picture (Luke 10:17-20)


8. Can Be Criticized and Not Crumble



    a. Paul did not crumble when judged (1 Corinthians 4:3-4)



    b. Paul did not crumble when criticized (2 Corinthians 10:10)



9. Expect Loyalty to God and Loyalty to Teammates



    a. Paul did not want to take John Mark again to the work (Acts 16:37-38)



10. Will Take the Lead If No One Else does



    a. Paul was motivated to speak to the Athenians (Acts 17:22)
