1. What is the gift of Prophecy? 
a. It is the motivation the Spirit gives us to proclaim the word of God (Deuteronomy 18:18)
b. We prophesy by edifying, exhorting, and comforting each other (1 Corinthians 14:3-4)
c. Do you desire the gift prophecy (1 Corinthians 14:1)?

2. What is the gift of Ministering or Serving?
a. Is it the motivation the Spirit gives us to help (Philippians 2:20, 2 Corinthians 8:16-17)
b. We are to serve each other in love (Galatians 5:13)

c. We serve because we have been called serve (1 Corinthians 7:20-24; 9:19)

d. Servants must be a gentle and prepared to teach (2 Timothy 2:24-26)

e. Do you care enough about the needs of this Church to help this Church help others?

3. What is the gift of Teaching?
a. It’s the motivation the Sprit gives us to influence using God’s word (1 Corinthians 4:17)
b. The Holy Spirit is our teacher (1 John 2:27)

c. We must study so the Spirit can use God’s word to teach (2 Timothy 2:15-16; 3:14-17)

d. Are you studying so the Spirit can teach you so that you can teach others in this Church?

4. What is the gift of Exhortation or Exhorting?
a. The motivation the Spirit gives to implore each other to live faithfully (Hebrews 3:12-13)

b. Exhorters encourage us to walk worthy of God (1 Thessalonians 2:11-13)
c. Do you know anyone who needs exhorting? Are you exhorting others in this Church?

5. What is the gift of giving?

a. It’s the motivation the Spirit gives that causes us give - willingly (2 Corinthians 8:11-12), cheerfully (2 Corinthians 9:7), and generously (Mark 12:41-44)
b. When you give, you get back more (2 Corinthians 9:6, 8; Proverbs 11:24-25, Luke 6:38)

c. Do you have the gift of giving? Do you give willingly, cheerfully, and generously?

6.  What is the gift of Leading (also Administration or Organization)?
a. It is the motivation the Spirit gives us to lead by example (1 Timothy 3:1-5)

b. Leaders must set the example for others to follow (1 Corinthians 11:1)

c. Leaders are to be followed (Hebrews 13:17)

d. Leaders are to be supported and appreciated (1 Timothy 5:17)

e. Do you have the gift of leading? Are you leading by your example and setting a good example to follow? Are you following, supporting, and encouraging your leaders?

7. What is the gift of Mercy?

1. The motivation the Sprit gives us to show compassion 

2. If we show mercy, we will receive mercy (Matthew 5:7)

3. If we are unforgiving we will not receive forgiveness (Matthew 6:14-15)

4. God has elected us to be merciful (Colossians 3:12-14)
