 Characteristics of the Gift of Teaching



1. Teachers want a systematic (orderly) sequence (or flow) of information



a. Teachers want students to know from beginning to end



b. In Luke 1, Luke began with the preparation for Jesus’ birth (Luke 1:5) and 

concluded with his ascension (Luke 24:50-51) and in Act 1 Like begins with his ascension 
(Acts 1:1-2) and the beginning of the Church (Acts 2:1-4)ends with the gospel going 
to Europe (Rome) (Acts 28:30-31).


2. Teachers want accuracy



a. Paul worked to convince the Jews in Thessalonica (Acts 17:1-4)



b. Paul wanted the Jews in Athens to know the truth (Acts 17:16-71, 34)



c. Priscilla and Aquila worked to help Apollos (Acts 18:24-28)



3. Teachers delight in reporting as detail and information possible.



a. Luke wanted to report all things from the first to the end (Luke 1:3)



4. Teachers want to teach as much as possible about the subject


a. The Breans sought to know more about the scriptures (Acts 17:10-11)



b. Luke wanted Theophilus to have of certainty (Luke 1:4)



5. Teachers are concerned with knowledge and understanding



a. Paul exhorted Timothy to know the word of God (2 Timothy 2:15)



b. Paul encouraged Timothy to continue in the word (2 Timothy 3:14-15)



c. Paul challenged to let the word dwell richly (Colossians 3:16)



6. Teachers must be concerned for facts


a. Teachers provide wisdom, knowledge & understanding (Proverbs 2:10-11)



b. Teachers show the blessing of understanding (Proverbs 3:13-15)



7. Teachers teach in a systematic way

D. Qualities of a Godly Teacher



1. Self-control – ability to focus and avoid detours as they prepare and teach.



2. Reverence and Respect for God’s word 



3. Diligence and Thoroughness- study and researching until they understand



4. Dependability – known to rightly divide the Word of truth.


When we teach, or explain the word of God, our goal is to grow the faith of others, not to show our intellect or understanding, and to convince or influence others to accept Jesus Christ and become more like Christ and more mature in their Christian lives!
TODAY: A Teacher teaches as much as by example as by word.

TOMORROW: I will diligently examine my own life, looking for areas where my actions do not match the teaching of God’s word.
