1. The motivation that causes a believer to give generously and sacrificially



2. The gift of giving is going beyond expectation without regard to oneself

The Gift of Giving Is Different From Regular Giving or Tithing



1. The Gift of Giving is sacrificial and gives that you don’t have to give.



2. The Macedonians gave beyond what was hoped for (2 Corinthians 8:3-5)

Matthew Recorded What Jesus Had to Say About Giving (Matthew 6:1-4)


1. Giving is between you and God.



2. Give is not for the glory of man.



3. Giving should been done based on God’s inward motivation.

2. We are commanded to give generously (Luke 6:38, 2 Corinthians 9:6-8)


3. Giving is not limited money – but it does include money (Romans 12:1)

Characteristics of the Gift of Giving



1. Givers is money wisely


  
    a. We must be good stewards to have something to give (2 Corinthians 4:2)


   
    b. The prodigal son shows us that waste leads to want (Luke 15:14)


  
    c. If we waste what God gives, we won’t have for ourselves (Haggai 1:6-9)



2. Givers give quietly with no desire for attention (Matthew 6:1-4)



3. Givers give willingly – not due to pressure (2 Corinthians 8:12)


4. Givers by their example motivate others to give


    a. The Corinthians zeal in giving provoked others (2 Corinthians 9:1-3)



    b. Our faithful giving and be an example to encourage others to give



5. Givers can see often see financial needs that other overlook


  
    a. Boaz could see Ruth’s needs (Ruth 2:15-16)


   
    b. Peter could see the lame man’s need (Acts 3:1-8)
